Sub : Declaration, amendment, de-notification of protected areas such as Resérved Forests, Wild Life
Sanctuaries, National Parks, Conservation Reserves, Eco-Sensitive Zones.

This is to state that actions under the Assam Forest Regulation 1891 and the Wild Life (Protection)

Act, 1972, involves changes to the status or boundaries of protected areas, have far reaching implications
and thus necessitate thorough deliberation at the highest executive level.

In view of the above, it is directed that :

1. Any proposals concerning the declaration, modification, or de-notification of protected areas must

be submitted for approval of the Hon’ble Cabinet prior to implementation,

2. The Environment & Forest Department should ensure that no such actions are undertaken solely at

the departmental level without requisite approval of the Hon’ble Cabinet.

This comes into force with immediate effect.
